• Quiet, well-behaved pets are welcomed at Grandview Resort. 
• Noisy dogs and pets with Antisocial Behavior are NOT welcome. 
• Pets are not allowed to be left unattended in cabins at any time.  If you leave pets 

must be taken with.  With the exception that you have a pet crate, which you must      
make managers aware of and show them. You may then leave your pet alone in cabin 
locked in crate.  We will not tolerate barking dogs crated up in cabin. 

• Pet owner assumes ALL liability for their pet/pets behaviors and any injuries  
causes to others.   

• Pets must be on a leash and under control at all times 
• Don’t forget your baggies, for droppings.  You must clean up after your pet immediately. 
• The bed’s linens and furniture must not be used for your pets comfort and an extra charge 

of $25.00 per piece of linen or furniture fabric will be charged if cleaning is required.  If 
your pet is used to being on the furniture, please bring your own linens for your pet 
to lie on. 

• You are expected to remove all pet hair from porch, interior of cabin, furniture 
and blankets and bed spreads prior to check-out.  Please clean and vacuum regularly 
during your stay.  Please call managers at 906-586-3339 to perform a courtesy walk 
through before you leave. 

• You will be financially responsible for all damages caused by your pet. 
• Pet Fee is $10.00 per night or $50.00 per week. 
• Prior to your arrival you will have to pay $50.00 for your pet’s stay either by cash or 

check to Jim, Owner, or credit card to managers.  Grandview’s managers would like      
the courtesy of a walk through performed  before you check out.  Please call 906-586-
3339 or make arrangements on Friday as to time Saturday morning you would like 
managers to come down to do the walk through with you.  If you are staying more than 
one week you would owe another $50.00. 

• Any pet accidents in-doors will be charged a minimum $100.00 service fee or the 
replacement cost for damages including but not limited to:  urinating, chewing. scratching 
of furnishings, blankets, carpeting, throw rugs, doors, walls and etc.
